County Council Homes

The Conservative top dogs at LCC will make
a decision on the business case for the future
of the County Council homes on Tuesday, in
private. | believe that the true costs of some
options are not fully included. The battle
continues. The proposals for new build are
not helped by the new Govt which has
withdrawn much of the subsidy for new
affordable housing, reduced housing benefit,
and reduced the supporting people admin
grant. It also seems perverse to add to further
debt and speculative spend in the current
economic climate.

Public to use school facilities in hols?

There was also a private meeting this week
following questions at full council seeking
better chance to access publically-funded
facilities in schools. Talking to Peter
Beighton, head at Branston Community
College, he is happy to consider cost-
effective ways of increasing pool use during
the holidays. Would anyone like to help?

Budget

The government has cut the amount of
money expected by Councils in this year. The
LCC budget has therefore been cut by
around £13m and NKDC by around £850K.
NK expects to absorb that cut, but LCC is
passing the cuts on directly to highways,
education and supporting people admin. By
the next general election, our councils are
expected to be about 25% smaller. In
Lincolnshire, 36% of people rely on public
service for their incomes, so this could have a
substantial effect. Last October, leading
economist, Tony Travers, told us about the
£176m debt and rising (no surprise) and
pointed out a steady reduction in expenditure
was needed to keep the UK credit rating up.
Cutting too fast reduces growth and risks
further depression, like Japan.
